Scripture Overview:  John 10:10, James 4:7, 1 Cor 6:19, Luke 13:16, Acts 10:38, 
Eph 6:12 
 
1. Not understanding that God’s power in you will drive Satan away.  How do 
we resist the enemy? Do we recognize when he is at work in our lives or the lives 
of others. 
 
1 Cor 6:19 states that our bodies are the temple of the Holy Spirit  
 
2.       Not understanding that God is the primary principle of creation, and is 
good.

3.      Emotions are an important component in the study of healing.  Many 
emotions positive and negative in the scripture are defined as spirits.  Spirits can 
be defined as motivators or dispositions.   
We read about the:  

Spirit of fear(2 Tim 1:7) spirit of jealousy (Num 5:14),  sorrowful 
spirit (1 Sam 1:15) lying spirit (1 Kings 22:23) spirit of 
understanding (Job 20:3), perverse spirit (Isaiah 19:14), spirit of 
meekness, spirit of judgment (Isaiah 28:6), spirit of glory, broken 
spirit(Psalm 51:17-Prov 17:22), contrite spirit (Psalm 34:18) spirit of 
heaviness (Isaiah 61:3), wounded spirit (Prov 18:14), spirit of lust. 
Which are spirits sent by God? 

The scripture gives a remedy for many of these  
 
4       The body will paint a picture of the thought life, the emotional life, and the 
spiritual life.   
   
 The body parts are representative of where these destructive thoughts and 
emotions will take up residence.   
 
We must come into line with Gods Word and the instructions of God for our own 
well being.    
 
The first entry into healing is to become aware of what is happening in your life –

5    FAULT - Confess your (yours not someone else’s) faults one to another that 
you may be healed (James 5:16) 
 Fault – a weakness in character 
Fault finders usually leave a larger fault and increase scarring.            
 
Healers will hear the fault and pour anointing oil into it and 

Bring the healing of Christ the anointed one to the fracture and then 
healing takes place and no scar tissue will remain. 

 
6     Walking Wounded 
Oppression - Memory/Emotional Confession - Suppression – repression – 
depression – expression –  
He came to bind up the “broken hearted – to set at liberty those who are 
oppressed BY the devil (Isaiah 61:1) 
 
7.  Negative  -Words and actions and attitudes that will negate (destroy or deny 
the existence of truth – to deny the existence of truth – to cause to be ineffective 
or invalid – 2 meanings) – KILL,  STEAL, & DESTROY (John 10:10 – Matt 12:37) 
 
People have been belittled, ignored, humiliated, hit, whipped, burned, raped, 
tortured, starved, isolated, made an example of, etc.  Some of this has been 
done to them as small children. Some has happened in families and perpetrated 
by an adult? authority figures. Some has happened in schools, sports events, 
and even churches.    
   
 
DEPOSIT THE WORD OF GOD into the persons life and healing is on its way. 
 
When brokenness is healed – our body heals – our life heals.  We become 
“whole”.  Sometimes just a bit of the redemption information penetrating our outer 
shell will heal our whole body/mind/spirit.
